
• Save the attached compressed file (.zip) to a location that is easy to find, such 

as, the computer desktop or download folder

• Open the location of the saved file

• Insert an empty USB drive into a USB port on the computer



• Right-click the file folder and select “Extract All” (or equivalent selection in 

your native language)

• WARNING! Don not “Cut” or “Copy” the file to the USB drive. This will 

cause the software update to become corrupt and possibly cause the GUI 

to fail!



• Select “Browse…” in the extraction window and select the destination 

where the USB drive is located, then click “OK”



• Verify the destination is correct then click Extract



• The files in the compressed folder will be extracted to the USB drive and 

should take less than 30 seconds



• A window will open showing the file folder on the USB drive

• Safely remove the USB drive from the computer



• In the System/Machine screen you will see the current version of the GUI 

software

• Insert the USB drive into the GUI (it may take a few seconds for the GUI to 

read the USB drive)



• A warning message will appear informing the user that a software update 

is available

• Press OK on the GUI to begin the software update



• The GUI screen will briefly show the message below and begin the reboot 

of the software when complete

• Do not remove the USB drive until the software has completely booted 

and displays the operators screen



• Navigate to the System/Machine screen and verify the new software was 

successfully installed

• No lane machine data, patterns of software settings will change with the 

software update

• Note: The software update can be performed in your native language but 

will reboot in English
